Offerings in the Continental Tent at the Original Round Top Antiques Fair will include 
representatives from various countries, introducing many different styles. Steven Postans 
Antiques, Sarasota, Florida, will show English pieces mixed with later, upholstered furniture. 
Tony Henninger will exhibit his fascinating collection of tortoise shell and shagreen tea caddies, 
along with many Georgian and Victorian Era antiques. 
 
Dorothy Weymouth, new to the Carmine Dance Hall, will have an outstanding display of highly 
collectible Vernon Kilns hand-painted Winchester 73 western pottery, only made from 1950-

Also in Carmine Hall, George Gilpin from Ellisville, MS, will offer wonderful early 
American country furniture, including southern Huntboards, one of Georgia yellow pine, with 
family history.
