Chapman, whose 
life-long hobby has been the search of adventure will also grace the Ross Gallery 
with “An Artist Writes” book reading August 6 th at 6:30 pm.

make it easier to move the paintings.   
 
Non-representational and abstract are his specialties with modernism leading his 
accomplishments.  He has funded the Mark A Chapman Gallery at Kansas State 
University where he attended.  He also obtained a degree in History and Law at the 
University of Texas.  Today he paints landscapes, portraits, and figures to hone his 
perspective and render skills—his Quirk “e” art gives a “nod” to Picasso and Dali.
